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ABSTRACT
ICT has become an important part of the curriculum in the basic schools Ghana The focus of this research is in the area of teaching and learning of Information and Communication Technology (ICT) in some parts of Upper East Region of Ghana.  Such a study is important because it came out with some of the challenges that are facing teachers and students as well in the basic schools especially in Junior High Schools in the teaching and learning of ICT. The research approach adopted in this dissertation is a descriptive survey which information was drawn from a sample of people by means of self report. The findings from this research provide evidence that majority of the Junior High Schools in the study area are faced with a lot of challenges which include lack or inadequate competence teachers in ICT, few or non-availability of facilities like computers, computer laborites, internet services, electricity among others.    The main conclusions drawn from this study are that; the study area needs competent teachers in ICT to make teaching and learning more effective, the area also need facilities that will enable the teaching of ICT possible. This dissertation recommends that teacher of ICT in the region and more particularly the study area should be giving training to equip them with the necessary skills to teach ICT in the Junior High Schools. The basic facilities that are needed for effectiveness in the teaching of ICT should also be provided.
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
